- Arap ulkelerinin petrol gelirleri, Gnemli olgtde, dis Ulkelere yatiriliyor. Gelismis
ulkelere yatirilan petrol parasi 1.3 trilyon dolari asmis vaziyette. Bu tutarin 1/51,
ABD'ye yatiriimis durumda. Petrol gelirlerinin sadece yuzde 11'i kendi Ulkesine
yatiriliyor.
